Welcome to the IM part of your EM/IM month!!!
 

Weekday (Mon – Sat)

-   Arrive at 7AM in 5N
-   Sign the admission pager (0997) to yourself
-   When ED calls you for an admission, please give the attending’s name and go see the patient immediately or at least within 15.
-   Assess appropriateness for the general medical floor.  Feel free to make any suggestions to the ER physician regarding the need for MICU or CCU evaluation, as well as any additional workup that you feel is necessary on an urgent basis and cannot wait until the patient makes it to the floor.  
- If you feel that the patient needs a higher level of care and the ER attending disagree with you. Please don’t cancel the admission order or refuse the patient, but call the admitting attending and get his/her input. 

-   Distribute the admissions that you have for the day as per the admission logs provided to you

-   Write a brief note in the chart, put basic orders until the primary team evaluates the patient
-   Each non-call team takes 3 patients per day or until 3 pm, whichever comes first.
-   Sign out the admission pager at 1 PM to the on-call resident.
When seniors are off or in Clinic- 
· You are not expected to round with Interns

· Please fill in for them

· Be available to answer questions for the intern teams 

· Help them with their admissions for the day
MICU Transfers-

· If the patient was originally in Medicine A or B then the patient goes back to the respective service and in that case it doesn’t count as an admission to Medicine A. Only new transfers count as admissions.

Morning report is at 11 a.m. Monday - Friday.  Grand rounds are in Scott Hall at 12 p.m. on Monday.  These are optional for you since you will be taking admissions.
