New Morning Report Expectations/Layout

Please note the following changes in our morning report style and policy. We will no longer have short (intern) and long (senior) cases but rather one case each day that is covered by the intern and senior as follows:

New Morning report layout and expectations
 
- each MR will be 1-hour in length
 
- the H&P should be presented by the intern and discussion will be facilitated by the CMR
 
- Teaching slides will be prepared and presented by the team senior
 
- Senior residents should prepare one question based on the daily case that can be incorporated into the Medical Jeopardy game at the end of the month. This question should be given to the CMR and should not be included in the presentation
 
- The CMR or presenters may include multiple choice or true/false questions.  Each resident should download the "Socrative" phone/ipad app (student edition) and use the room code "DMCMORNINGREPORT" to participate in the audience response system
 
- Feedback about the case and presentation will also be solicited at the end of the hour using the audience response system and shared (anonymously) with the presenters.
 
- Case should be identified and relayed to the CMRs 72 hours prior to the morning report day, slides should be prepared and sent to the CMRs 48 hours in advance
 
- If no case is selected by 72 hours, the CMR will choose a case for the residents to present
 
- If slides are not received within the expected time frame, the senior resident will be expected to facilitate the discussion for the case instead of the CMR
