· Each MR will have one 1-hour-long presentation
· The case should be presented by the intern 
· Teaching slides will be prepared and presented by the team senior
· Do not have to be 'Zebra'. Plenty of great teaching points on common cases too
· Case should be identified and relayed to CMR, at least 72 hours prior to the morning report day; slides should be prepared and sent at least 48 hours in advance, by the team senior after relevant edition of case part and addition of teaching part. 
· All cases must be from the VA, please send Pt. last Initial and Last 4
· If slides are not received within the expected time frame, the senior resident will be expected to facilitate the discussion for the case instead of the CMR

· 25-30 slides total. 5-7 lines per slide

· Audience should get something out of every teaching slide
· Educational part: 

· Slides should include focused differentials and teaching points, as opposed to copied-and-pasted Up-to-date tables.
· Have 2-3 clinical questions that you answer in an evidence-based way. 
· Must include either of these in the end- couple of slides on a recent article on the topic/ illness script.  If you think there will be enough time, can add 1 MKSAP question as well.
